Leiston Leisure Centre
is almost open for busi-
ness after undergoing a
£4 million redevelop-
ment, bringing state-of-
the-art facilities to the
area, including a multi-
functional fitness rig,
spinning bikes and new
cardio, resistent and
strenght equipment.

The centre was closed
in August 2018 and is
the second project to be
completed in the
Council’s five year
programme to improve
leisure facilities and en-
courage more people to
become active and fit.
